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HOME MADE PLANE CLEANER 

Cleaning our models can get expensive and even worse most cleaners do not entirely remove the oil and gas. Here is an 
old formula or recipe that does a pretty good job. 
 
The cost is right also. 

2-1/2 cups or 20oz. Of water 
1/2 cup or 4oz. of rubbing alcohol 
1/4 cup or 2 oz. of ammonia 
1 tsp. of liquid dish detergent * 

* You may want to reduce the Dish Detergent to a half teaspoon depending on the strength of the detergent. 
 
* The above makes about 26.5 oz. You can double the amounts if you wish. 

To wash the plane, spray on and use your hand to rub the plane. The spray and any oil will foam. 
 
Use one paper towel or cloth to remove the wet cleaner. Use a second to dry and polish. If your mix is right you should 
not have a film on your covering. This also cleans house windows.
